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Are there any restrictions on cover?

Any claim within the first 24 hours after the policy start date. This does not apply to any renewing policies.

Cover is for the vehicle and anyone driving it, providing they are legally able.

Where am | covered?

We will provide the cover within the mainland of England, Scotland, Wales, Northern Ireland, the Isle of Man, the
Channel Islands and the Scottish Isles.

What are my obligations?

Your premium is based on the information you gave at the start of the insurance and when it is renewed. If you have
failed to give us complete and accurate information, this could result in you not being covered under this policy.

If the vehicle suffers a breakdown, you must immediately tell the Rescue Control Centre.
If the vehicle is fitted with locking wheel nuts you must carry the key/tool to remove them.
Where possible you must stay with the vehicle when the Recovery Operator arrives.

If the vehicle is involved in a road traffic accident, you must supply us with your motor insurance details when we ask
for this information. You must also report the incident to your insurer immediately.

Any emergency repairs undertaken at the roadside by recovery agents are temporary, to resolve the immediate
breakdown. These repairs cannot be guaranteed and permanent repairs will need to be effected at the earliest
opportunity. You are responsible for ensuring any repairs carried out at a repairing garage are to your satisfaction.

You must make sure that the vehicle is in a roadworthy condition at all times and it has been maintained and serviced
in accordance with the manufacturer’'s recommendations.

You must tell us immediately about any changes to the information you have already provided. Please contact your
administrator if you are not sure if information is relevant. If you don’t tell us about relevant changes, your insurance
may not cover you fully, or at all.

When and how do | pay?

For full details of when and how you pay, you need to contact your administrator directly.

When does the cover start and end?

Your insurance is a 12 month contract which may be renewed each year. Renewal will be subject to the terms and
conditions that apply at the time of renewal.

Your insurance cover start and end dates will be shown on your policy schedule and certificate of motor insurance.

How do | cancel the contract?

You may cancel the insurance at any time by informing your administrator.

If you change your mind about this insurance, you must advise us within 14 days from the purchase of the policy. We
will make a charge equal to the period of cover you have had.

After the 14 day period, you may cancel this insurance by contacting the administrator telling them of your wish to
cancel. There will be no refund of premium.
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
